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This study examines SME Bank practices that impinge upon the loans
issued by the bank, its management, and the effects of the CAP, BOI, BOF,
and INT on the amounts of its loans. Econometric techniques, a multiple
regression equation and the ordinary least squares method are used in order to
determine relationships between dependent and free variables. The secondary
data used was from the first quarter of 2000 to the fourth quarter of 2005,
twenty-four quarters in total.

The findings were as follows:

1. The loans of SME Bank of Thailand loans were directly related to
the amount of its domestic and foreign loans at a statistically significant level
and with a level of reliability of 99%.

2. SME Bank of Thailand loans were directly related to its interest

rates at a statistically significant level and with a level of reliability of 95%.
