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This research aims (1) to study the ethical behavior of RU students in
terms of six aspects: responsibility, honesty, discipline, unity, diligence, and a
sense of justice; and (2) to compare the ethical behavior of RU students from
different perspectives, including age, gender, faculty, domicile, and family
income. The population consisted of 398 RU students, using quota random
sampling. The research tool consisted of a five-scale questionnaire, and the
data was analyzed in the form of percentages, means, standard deviation, a t-
test, a one-way analysis of variance (ANOVA), Scheffe’s method and an

SPSS program. The findings were as follows.
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1. Overall the behaviors of RU students in terms of responsibility,
honesty, discipline, unity, diligence, and a sense of justice were at a high
level.

2. Overall, students of different ages had different levels of ethical
behavior at a statistically significant level of .05. When each aspect was
considered individually, it was found that the students had different levels of
ethical behavior only in the aspects of responsibility and honesty, at a
statistically significant level of .05.

3. Overall, students of different gender had different levels of ethical
behavior at no statistically significant level of .05. When each aspect was
considered individually, it was found that students had different levels of
ethical behavior in terms of responsibility, honesty, discipline, unity, and a
sense of justice, at a statistically significant level of .05.

4. Students in different faculties had different levels of ethical
behavior, both in overall terms and in terms of each individual aspect, at a
statistically significant level of .05.

5. Overall, students from different domiciles had different levels of
ethical behavior at no statistically significant level of .05. When each aspect
was considered individually, it was found that students had different levels of
ethical behavior in terms of unity, at a statistically significant level of .0S5.

6. Students with different levels of family income had levels of
different ethical behavior, both in overall terms and in terms of each

individual aspect, at no statistically significant level of .05.
