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The purposes of this study were to (1) study self-disclosure with close
friends and teenagers’ coping behavior, (2) conduct a comparative study
between teenagers’ coping behavior and differences in self-disclosure with
close friends, and (3) find the relationship between self-disclosure with close
friends and teenagers’ coping behavior.

The study group consisted of 300 male and female students studying in
Mathayom Suksa 6 in the first semester of the academic year 2005, under the
Department of Elementary Education in Bangkok. The tool used for the
collection of data, including the measure of self-disclosure and coping

behavior. The data was analyzed and presented in the form of percentages,

averages, standard deviation, a t-test, as well as Pearson’s moment-correlation
coefficient.

The finding were as follows:

1. Teenagers are less likely to engage in self-disclosure with close
friends and exhibit a greater degree of coping behavior.

2. Those teenagers who are inclined to a greater degree of self-
disclosure with closed friends tend to have more problems than those
teenagers who engage in self-disclosure to a lesser degree.

3. Self-disclosure with close friends does not have a positive

relationship with coping behavior.
