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The purposes of the research are to determine the restrictions on people’s
rights and liberties that are stated in section 63 of the Thai Constitution of 2540
B.E. However, section 65 of this constitution which is the major focus of this
research shall be seriously considered. In the section, any person can invoke his
or her rights and human rights to resist the illegal abuse of the systems of official
service and other state affairs by all means not stated in the constitution of
2540 B.E. In general, the state cannot restrict the people’s rights and liberties,
except for the restrictions stated in the constitution.

Section 65 of the Thai constitution of 2540 B.E. may be invoked to protect
or resist whoever obtains the power to govern the country without following what
is stated in the constitution, Which, according to this study, means “‘Revolution”.

The people who surrender their rights and liberties into the hands of their
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representatives should rise and reclaim them. However, they have to resist and
protest calmly, not resorting to armed struggle to illegally fight the power (section
44 of the Thai constitution of 2540 B.E.). The researcher needs to determine what
constitutes legal resistance and protest according to sections 63 and 65 that are
related to the rights and liberties of the Thai people.

According to the study, the researcher found that sections 65 and 63 of
the constitution are incomplete; in other words, there are no procedures or steps
for the resistance and protest mentioned above. In addition, some legal terms in
section 65 should be changed to make clear in practice whenever this is revised
or reconstructed. This involves a vital issue, namely a special provision concerning
the public mob or the public protest in the section 44 of the Thai constitution of
2540 B.E. But, there is no such provision in the constitution or any Act of
Parliament as to how these people should proceed at each step. That means
every time public mob or public protest occurs, the people who engage in such
activities will always be wrong and their activities illegal. This study therefore
suggests the Act of the public mob or public protest be established immediately
so that each protest is easily controlled and there must be someone who is
responsible. This problem should be revised immediately when the constitution

1s reconstructed or revised in the future.
