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This study has three objectives: (1) to investigate roles and authorities
of the National Counfer-Corruption Commission (NCCC) concerning a
bidding proposal of a private sector to the government agencies; (2) to
examine frauds by a private sector Concerning the bidding proposal; (3) to
seek measures in preventing malpractices and corruption concerning the
bidding proposal of a private sector.

The study is based on a qualitative approach, using documents and a

descriptive analysis.

The findings are:

1. The National Counter-Corruption Commission is an autonomous
public organization established according to the Constitution of 1997. It is the
primary agency responsible for investigating both government
officials/politicians and ordinary citizens who are accused of corruption, by
using a hearing system. The judgment of a court is based on evidence
investigated by the NCCC.

2. Politicians, government officials and businessmen cooperate in
committing frauds concerning the bidding process, which can be seen from
many mega-projects.

3. Preventive mechanisms should be introduced to effectively counter
corruption: moral ethics regarding integrity should be emphasized and
disseminated among the young; skilled personnel especially in law is needed
to be the members of the NCCC; other organizations should be estéblished to
help auditing NCCC, which can be seen as a check-and-balance mechanism

against overwhelming authorities of the NCCC.
