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The purposes of this study were to identify the following characteristic
of nurses: (1) self-esteem, and decision-making in the nursing profession, and
(2) to study the relationship between self-esteem and decision-making on the
part of nurses in Nopparatrajathanee hospital.

The sample consisted of 228 nurses in Nopparatrajathanee hospital. The
research instrument was a three-part questionnaire, designed to elicit
demographic information, as well as raw data related to self-esteem and
decision-making. The data thus obtained was analyzed by SPSS for windows
and the results analyzed in the form of percentages, mean, standard deviation,

and Pearson’s product-moment correlation coefficient.

The research findings were as follows:

1. Nurses perceived their own self-esteem consisting of significance,
power, competence, and virtues at a high level.

2. The ability of nurses in the nursing profession to make decision was
based on problem-solving skills, creativity, habit and familiarity. It was found
that the level was high regarding creativity, habit and familiarity. The level
was medium regarding problem-solving.

3. Regarding the relationship between self-esteem and the decision-
making process in the nursing profession, it was found that self-esteem had a
positive relationship with decision-making at a statistically significant level

of .05.
