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This study was a one group quasi-experimental research aiming at examining the effect
of using Japanese comic on the endeavor in the study and classroom working of Prathom Suksa 6
students at Tungluang School, Mae Wang District, Chiang Mai Province. Nine students who
served as the research subjects. The instruments included stu'dent behavior observation form, 4
episodes of the Japanese comic, and assignment for each week. The ﬁndings reveal that after the
experiment, the students had improved their personality and behavior. Seven of them had high
endeavor in the study and classroom work, higher reéding and writing skills, were more asserlivc,-
and active in their learning while the other two did not have any clear development but a mild
positive change in reading and writing, had higher interest to read, and were able to read more

fluently.
