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ABSTRACT

This study was a one group pretest and posttest experimental research aiming at
comparing the social adjustment of the students with physical impairment and/or health problem.
The sample used comprised 6 Mathayom Suksa 2 of Sri Sangwan School, Chiang Mai, who were
enrolled in the second semester of 2005 academic year. Ten group activities were launched taking
5 weeks. Instruments used included the 10 group activities, and the aspects of self-acceptance and
acceptance of others of the social adjustment scale. The researcher collected data herself and
analyzed them in terms of frequency distribution, mean, and standard deviation as well as the t-test.

It was found that the student social adjustment in the aspects of self-acceptance and acceptance of

others after taking part in the activities was higher at .05 level of statistical significance
