This research employed one-group experiment with pretest-posttest design. It was to
compare the effect of using group process activities on the cultural awareness and self-esteem of
Hmong students before and after the experiment. The subjects were 17 Mathayom Suksa 2
Hmong students who were enrolled in second semester, 2002 academic year, in Ban Pang Oung,
Mae Chaem district, Chiang Mai province. The subjects participated in the group process
activities for 8 weeks. The instrument used included activity modules, cultural awarcness test and
sclf-esteem test. The researches collected the data herself before and after the experiment and
analyzed them in terms of frequency distribution, percentage, mean and standard deviation. It was

found that the cultural awareness and self-estecm of the students increased after participating in

the experiment.
