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ABSTRACT

This study was to investigate the effect of using group process to enhance
reading skills of Anuban 2 students at Anuban Mayuree Kindergarten, Mae Hia Sub-
district, Muang Chiang Mai District. It was a pretest-posttest experimental research in
which the subjects engaged in the group process. The target group for the study was
that of 23 Anuban 2 students who participated in 10 group process activities taking 5
weeks. The researcher collected the information using reading readiness test which
was administered with the subjects before and after the group process. The collected
information was analyzed in terms of mean and standard deviation to run the t-test.
The findings reveal that after taking part in the group process activities, the students
had higher reading readiness at .01 statistical significance level.
