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ABSTRACT

This independent study was to compare the development of interpersonal
relationship of students with educable mental retardation before and using group activities
approach. Target group in the study consisted of 6 students, 3 boys and 3 girls, of students
in Mathayomsuksa 3/1, Semester 2 of B.E.2548 Academic Year at Kawila-Aunkul School
Chiang Mai Province. The instruments were 1) fifty-minute lesson plans with 3 stages
instruction : Activity Stage; Analysis Stage; and Application & Conclusion and 2)
interpersonal relation observation sheet. The data were analyzed by means and percentage.

The study showed that scores of interpersonal relationship development of the
students with mental retardation after the use of group activities were increased at very good

level with the average of 89.60%.
