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The objective of this research is to study factors affecting teenagers’
imitation of actors and singers in the aspect of population, dressing, use of
brand-name goods, and language usage. Three hundred students from
Ramkhamhaeng Junior High Demonstration School were selected as a sample
group. Open questionnaires were used as the research tool to collect data. The
reliability test was set at 0.98 and the statistics used to analyze the data were
frequency, percentage, standard deviation, t-test, and one-way ANOVA.

The findings from this research are as follows:

1. Samples include more male students than female; the average age is
14 years old, studying at 2nd year level, receiving allowances from parents or

guardians of 1,000-2,000 baht per month. The teenagers keep up with their
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favorite actors and singers from television more than other media.
The teenagers’ imitations of their favorite performers are at average level.

2. The teenagers’ copying of actors and singers in the aspect of
dressing is at below average level. The teenagers choose their clothes by
considering the appropriate time and place for wearing them. Teenagers with
different gender, age, and allowances from parents have different levels of
imitating actors and singers, while different levels of education do not reveal
a difference in the imitation of actors and singers.

3. The teenagers’ imitation of actors and singers in the aspect of using
brand-name goods are at below average level. The teenagers prefer to buy
goods at appropriate prices and think of them as necessary things. Teenagers
with different gender, age, educational level, and allowances from parents
imitate actors and singers in the aspect of brand-name goods differently.

4. The teenagers imitate actors and singers in the aspect of language
usage at a below average level. They speak according to the principles and
the rules of the language. The teenagers with different gender, age, educational
level, and allowances from parents imitate actors and singers in the aspect of

language usage at different levels.
