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This research was designed to study the relationship between Buddhist way of life versus the
consumptionism of students at University of Buddhist. Sample groups consisted of1,280 students
from University of Buddhist.The research were as follows 1) The largest source of information
came from their friends and followed by technology media. 2) The Buddhist way of life of
students in the University of Buddhist were considered as the highest level e.g. being
accomplished and humble. 3) Consumptionism trend ( e.g. using internet for entertainment, using
new models of mobile phone ) of the students were very low. 4) Reading newspaper was the
most cffective way for information updated while the using of modern mobile phone was not
perceived as a students symbol. 5) There was no significant relationship of the consumptionism

trend versus the consumptionism behavior which had the significant relationship at the level of 0.01
