The purpose of this research was to compare students’ English writing ability
and cultural knowledge before and after being taught through Electronic Mail aciivities.
The target group was 27 First year students,taking the English writing 1 Course in the
first semester of academic year 2002 at Rajabhat Institute Chiangmai. The experiment
followed the one group pretest posttest design. The research Instruments consisted of
7 Electronic Mail Activity lesson plans, the writing ability test and the cultural knowledge
test which were administered to the students before and after the experiment. The data
were analyzed by using mean and standard deviation.

The findings were as followes:

1. After the students were taught through Electronic Mail Activities, their
English writing ability scores were higher than those of the pretest.

2. After the students were taught through Electronic Mail Activities, their

English cultural knowledge scores were higher than those of the pretest.
