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The purposes of this study were (1) to investigate the affective domain
life skills of the early adolescents brought up by any of the four different child
parenting styles, i.e. authoritative parenting style, authoritarian parenting
style, permissive parenting style, and uninvolved parenting style; and (2) to
compare the difference of the affective domain life skills of female and male
early adolescents. The sample used in this study consisted of 350 female and
male early adolescents studying in the first semester of early secondary in the
academic year 2006 at Satriwitthaya 2 School in Bangkok.

The instrument used in this study was a questionnaire which was
divided into three parts to elicit data regarding: (1) demographic
characteristics; (2) parenting styles; and (3) the affective domain life skills.
The statistical procedures used in analyzing the data collected were frequency,
percentage, mean, standard deviation, t-test, and F-test. In addition, Scheffé’s
test was employed to determine the statistical significance of each paired
comparison.

The findings could be concluded as follows:

The early adolescents brought up by the authoritative parenting style
had the scores of affective domain life skills statistically significantly higher
at the .05 level than those of the early adolescents brought up by authoritarian
parenting style, permissive parenting style, and uninvolved parenting style;
and, the early adolescents brought up by pemﬁssive parenting style had the
scores of affective domain life skills (self-esteem) statistically significantly
higher at the .05 level than those of the early adolescents brought up by the
uninvolved parenting style.

Female early adolescents had the scores of affective domain life skills
statistically significantly higher at the .05 level than those of male early

adolescents.
