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The purposes of this research were to study students’ English creative writing
ability and classroom atmosphere after applying Six-Thinking-Hats learning activities.
The target group was 44 Mathayom Suksa 4 students who enrolled in the Fundamental
English course in the first semester of the academic year 2007 af Mathayom Paklang
School, Pua District, Nan Province. The creative writing test and classroom
atxﬁosphere questionnaire were administered to the target group after applying Six-
Thinking-Hats learning activities for 22 periods. The data were analyzed for

percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. After the students were taught through Six-Thinking-Hats learning
activities, they developed their English creative writing ability.
They surpassed the passing criteria at a moderate level.

2. After being taught through Six-Thinking-Hats learning activities, the
students thought the classroom atmosphere was more appropriate to

learn English than that before the study.
