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The objective of this research is to study how group counseling reduces the risk of sexual
behavior in representative. The group of students in Mattayom 2 (Grade 9) of a school in Chiang
Mai in chosen to do this research. Ten Student used this group counseling method and altogether
seven times, each time took between one in the length of risk of sexual behavior and also group
counseling. The information is collected by using the evaluation forms before and after the
experiment. The research have shown the improvement of the risk in sexual behavior than the

time before the group counseling.
