The objective of this research was to study the documentation of children’s
learning by preschool teachers in Bangkok metropolis in four areas;1) planning
2) documenting 3) reflecting and 4) using the documentation. Samples were 500
presch(ool teachers in schools under the Office of the Basic Education Commission,
Office of th\"e Private Education Commission, Department of Education Bangkok
Metropolitan and Commission on Higher Education. Research instruments were
questionnaire form, interview form, and survey form. Data were analyzed by frequency
and percentage.

The results of the research showed that preschool teachers under all 4
commissions documented children’s learning to assess child development and
learning. The documentation processes were as follows;

1) planning by determining activities including desiging tools used in recording
and observing children behaviors.

2) documenting by collecting learning evidences from children’s art works and
photos. They did not record children behaviors or children’s words during the activities.

3) reflecting by selecting children’s work but did not reflect on the their learning.

4) using the documentation by compiling data in children’s report and individual
portfolio and then used to assess child development and learning, communicate with

parents and prepare for quality assurance.
