After being taught through role play activities
bzsed on communicative approzach for five lesson plans, the students” English listening-speaking
zbilities were tested by the interviewing test. The motivation questionnaire was admistered before
and after the experiment. The data were apnalvzed by using percentage, mean, and standard
deviation.
