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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this research were to study students’ English pronunciation during using
song activities and to compare students’ English vocabulary and grammar knowledge before and
after using song activities. The target group was twenty Prathom Suksa 5 students enrolled in
English course in the first semester of the academic year 2010 at a tutorial school, Chiangmai.
The research instruments consisted- of 13 lesson plans using song activities, the pronunciation
evaluation form, the vocabulary and the grammar knowledge tests. The data obtained were
analyzed for the mean, standard deviation aqd percentage.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. After being taught through song activities of each lesson plan, all students passed the
criteria set (50%). 75% of the students were at the very good level, and 25% were at a good level.

2. After being taught through song activities, students increased their English vocabulary

knowledge.

~ 3. After being taught through song activities, students increased their English grammar

knowledge.
