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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were to construct and to use the hands-on activities
packages for developing number sensec of Prathom Suksa 3 students, and to study the
consequence of using the hands-on activities packages by comparing with Ban Rim Tai
School evaluation criterion of 65%. The target group was 33 Prathom Suksa 3/1 students in
the second semester of 2005 academic year at Ban Rim Tai School affiliated to the Office of
Chiang Mai Education Area 2. The instruments used in this study consisted of 14 hands-on
activities packages with 14 hours of class time and a number sense test. The data were
analyzed by computing mean and percentage, and then the data were represented through
tables with description.

The findings were as follow :

1. The 14 hands-on activities packages could be used for developing number sense
of Prathom Suksa 3 students effectively and appropriately.

2. The finding scores of using the hands-on activities packages were at the

mean score of 70.60 percents, which was higher than the set criterion of 65 percents.
