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The purposes of this research were to study and tb. deterrﬁjne the correlation of
families caring neéds as. réborted by suicida’l attempted adult at Sukhothai Province.
The sample were 76 suicidal attempted who were treated in the Public Hospital in 2006.
Data were collected between October — November in 2007. The instruments was a
questionnairs which were developed by researcher based 'on Watson and Kregel and
team concepts. The questionnairs had content validity equal to 0.95 and by.Conbrac’s
coefficient the reliability was equal to 0.91

The results of the study revealed that;

1. The samples had the caring needs from families in total and in each aspect
at " high” level (i total =3.54 , S.D.= 53); in aspect of relationship (§=3.26, S.D.= .36);
psychological aspect (i: 3.17, 8.D.=.32); social aspect ()_(:3.14, S.D.= .42); solving
problem aspect (X =3.06, S.D.=.36) and spiritual aspect (X =3.08, S.D.=.36)

2. By Considerihg in each aspect, the caring needs from family at* high” levels
except at * highest” level in relationship aspect at the title of “emotional support among
family member” (§=3.54 , S.D.= 53); psychological aspect in the title of “family
encouragement while facing the problem” (i=3.57, S.D.= .52 ); spiritual aspect in the
title of "understand and forgive and not put them into trouble” (i=3.64, S.D.= .59); while

at “least” level, the psychological needs were identified as “their opinions were

accepted by the family (X =2.12, S.D.= .73); and the problem solving aspect in the title*
family member participated in the problem solving process” (i =2.46,8.D.=.72)

3. There was significant correlation (P<.01) between the caring needs from
family in every aspects at “ moderate” level, except the caring needs from family in

aspect of social and spiritual was at * high” level.
