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The purpose of research was to study the roles of Phra Nipakorn Sopon ( Krai Thanissaro )'s
development‘, Wat Nong Kiub , Nong Klub sub-district, Nong Bua district, Nakhon Sawan and
understand his role to the community that had 4 aspects of research : social and cultural, political
and administrational , environmental, and community economical aspects.
