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This research has 3 objectives : firstly, to explore present conditions and
requirements for government subsidies to private vocational schoals ; secondly, to study
the forms of government subsidization to private schools in foreign countries , and fastly,
to develop a model for government subsidies to private vocational schools . Mixed
research methods , both qualitative and quantitative, were used and the statistic for
data analysis was percentage. Significantly found in the research was that the
subsidies by Ministry of Education, local governments as stipulated in National
Educational Law are substantially inadequate. The problems in private vocational
school subsidies frequently occur. In the foreign countries, two forms of government ’s
subsidies to private schools are found ; (1) subsidies directly given to schools (supply —
side) and (2) subsidies directly given to students (Demand — side). In the
development of the model , three forms of government subsidies to private school are
viewed as suitable to Thailand : (1) subsidies given to schools : 1) enhancing Private
Education Department in Education Area Office 2) allowing schools to freely choose
curriculum and manage education activities through various options 3) tax reduction /
local tax exemption in the same way as public schools 4) reducing utilities cost

similarly to the cost reduction for BOL. 5) semester-based subsidies rather than monthly

ones (2) subsidies given to teachers by 1) expanding target group's reward from the
teacher development Fund to cover private school teachers 2) subsidizing a part of
private teacher salary on expertise basis (3) subsidies to students by 1) adequately
subsidizing as stipulated in the code of educational laws and 2) tax benefits for the

donors of private vocational schools, like those of public schools.
