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The purposes of this qualitative research were to study the adaptive
experiences and meaning of adaptation on landslide disaster among people living in
Tambon Maephuh, Lablae District, Uttaradit Province. Informants were 12 landslide
victims selectedﬂ by purposive sampling. Research instruments were indepth interview
guideline, tape recorder and field note. Data collecting by indepth interview and tape-
recdrded. Data analysis by using Colaizzi's method.

The results were as follows :

Five themes were emerged. First theme was striving for life. Grief, loss was the
second theme. Third theme was depending on others for shelter and food. Fouth theme
was self reliance, hope and started a new life was the last theme. The meaning of
adaptation were safe one's life, mourning, accepted the loss and looked for the future.
Factors facilitated adaptation were self consciousness, help from family and community,
the amount of loss, help from private sectors and gorvenment. The informants wanted to
have prevention system for the disaster in fhe future.Nurses roles during disaster were
restoration of life, alleviated physical and psychological trauma. Co-ordinating with other

organizations in providing resources during disaster and in the long term were

essential.
