This descriptive qualitative research aimed to study the experience and needs
of adolescent mothers in rural area who had child deliveries at Bangkatum hospital,
Phitsanulok province during December 2007 and February 2008. Key informant were
purposively selected from mothers age 19 years and less. Data were collected by in-
depth interview and were analyzed by Colaizy’'s method. The results of the study
revealed that:

1. The meanings of adolescent pregnancy from the samples’ point of view was
one)or more of these word: pregnancy of young women, student pregnancy, unmarried
pregnancy, unemployed, not ready to have a child, unintended pregnancy, unwanted
pregnancy from failure of or no birth control, pregnancy that leaded to criminal abortion,
father less children.

2. Contributory factors leading to adolescent sexual relation and unwanted
pregﬁancy were situations getting to know and familiar with boyfriends and having
opportunities for sexual relation.

3. Experience of adolescent mothers could divided into three stages; during
pregnancy, labor, and after delivery. The experience during the first trimester of
pregnancy were: pregnancy symptoms; reactions to pregnancy of the pregnant women,
the male spouses, and their families; having suggestion from others, conduct according
to culture, leaving school, getting support from friends and relatives, getting antenatal
services. Experience during the second trimester of pregnancy when there were fetal
movement were: delight, stressful, or no feeling. The experience during the third
trimester were: fear of delivery, preparation of things for babies, need of seeing babies’
face, and the feeling of false labor pain. The experience during delivery were labor pain
and delightful. The experience after children birth were: postpartum pain, episiotomy
pain, weaknéss, did not know how to care for baby, and need their spouse to see the
baby.

4. The adaptation, problem solving, and needs of the adolescent mothers were

planning for child caring, cost for child care, going back to schools, and family planning.
