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The purposes of this study were to compare students’ English reading ability, vocabulary
knowledge and ethics awareness before and after using tales. The target group was 38 Mathayom
Suksa 1/1 students, enrolled in the Fundamental English (E21101) in the second semester of
academic year 2009 at Kawilawittayalai School, Amphoe Mueang, Chiang Mai. The experimental
instrument was 12 lesson plans using tales. The collecting data instruments consisted of English
reading ability test, vocabulary knowledge test and ethics awareness questionnaire which were
administrated before and after using tales. The data obtained were analyzed by using mean,
standard deviation, percentage and quality levels.

| The findings were as follows:

1. After using tales, the students’ English reading ability was increased and was at

average level.

3. After using tales, the students’ ethics awareness was increased and was at very good

level.
