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The purposes of this study were 10 compare students’ pragmatic coniprehension and
vocabulary recognition betore and after using dialogues from comic strips. The target group was
38 mathayom <suksa § students enrolled in English Reading and Writing (Engl 0250) in the
sccond semester of the ncademic year 2003 at Nawamindhrachudhit Payap. Chiang Mui. The
experiment followed the one group pretest-posttest design. The experimental instrument consisted
of 6 lesson plans based on the dialogues from the comic strips. The data collecting instruments
were the comprehension of conversational implicature test and the vocabulary recognition test,
which were administered to the students before and after the experiment. The data obtained were
analyzed by using mean. percentage, and standard deviation.

The findings were as follows:

1. The students leaming through the dialogues from the comic strips increased their
pragmatic comprehension.

2. The students learning through the dialogues from the comic strips increasced their

word recognition ability.
