This research aimed to study the result of using songs for teaching by Thai Teachers
in Second Grade Wiang Papao District, Chiang Rai province. Subjects in this research were
46 Thai language teachers who teach Thai in level 2 in Viang Papao District, Chiang Rai
Province. Additionally, tools used in this research were interviewing related to using songs as
a tool for teaching Thai in level 2, data analyzing by compiling interview issues, summarizing,
and descriptively presenting. The summary of this research were as follows:

By opinion in using songs for teaching, all teachers used to use songs as a tool for
teaching. They thought that songs were a good tool for teaching'. Further, they agreed that
songs encourage students to learn with happiness. Using songs in the class helped students to
memorize lessons and to save time for leaming. Moreover, students were more interested in
lessons with songs than lessons without songs.

By using songs as a tool for teaching, all teachers always prepared the class. The first
thing that teachers considered about using songs in class, additionally, was the harmony of
lyric. However, some teachers thought that basic knowledge in music was necessary.
Whereas, others thought that basic knowledge in music was not necessary. Furthermore,
teachers thought that an appropriate time for using songs in class was 10-15 minutes. They
mostly used songs to introduce the lesson . In addition, all teachers felt that the song was a
good tool to help both teachers and students in order to summarize the lesson together. Also,
most teachers who stuck with using songs as a tool in class usually ran to their colleagues.
Generally, they used authored songs in class but they sometimes adjusted the lyric more easier
for singing and changed the rhythm by using modem favorite rhythm.

By lyric of songs that teachers chose to use in class, most of them used lyric in the 4"
context

By steps of using songs in class, most teachers assigned students to read lyric at first.

By problems of using songs in class, several facts were shown as following; teachers
knew lyrics but did not know rhythm, To solve problems, moreover, most teachers wanted to
set up the group of teachers in order to provide songs in class. Additionally, they wanted to be
trained for using songs in class.

By needs and suggestions of using songs in class, they were shown as following; most
teachers wanted the group of teachers to rewrite the songs and to create more songs and
widely publicize teachers wanted support from executives to buy equipments, and teachers
thought that songs used in the class should be easy to listen, be familiar, and be fit with ages

of students.
