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The purposes of this study were to study factors affecting smoking demand, to
estimate the equation of smoking demand as well as the elasticity of smoking demand on
the important factors which indicate the demand, and to make a suggestion to decrease
the smoking demand of students. The samples are 400 students in 2005 at 4 universities:
Chiang Mai University, Naresuan University, Khonkhan University, and Bangkok
University.

From this study it shows that 94.0 percent of the samples are male, and the
amount of smoking is 9.30 cigarettes a day. 59.25 percent of the samples started
smoking when they studied at the universities. The main cause of smoking is trial at 80.3
percent, and 68.3 percent of the samples indicate that the first cigarette is from a friend.
The smokers that are under 18 can buy the cigarettes from stores because the grocers
don't obey the law.

The results reveal that the important factors affecting the smoking demand of the
students are age, Grade Point Average (GPA), and systems resisting the smoking such
as increasing the price. It can be seen that if the age of the smokers is 1 year older, the
smoking rate will be at 0.727 cigarettes a day. If the GPA is 1.0 higher, the smoking rate
will decrease for 2 cigarettes a day. The increasing of the price causes the smoking rate
reduces at 1.249 cigarettes a day. For the systems, that ban smoking in the public area
and show the picture on the package, have less effect than increasing the price. It shows

that the smoking rate of the students drops to 0.821 and 0.38 cigarettes a day,

respectively. At the same time, the family income has little effect on the change of the

students’ smoking.
