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The research has the purposes of study the relationship of factors and the impact
of some factors of a family's roles on caring for the aged in communities of Phitsanulok
municipality. The sampling of this research was a member of a family which he/she lives
to the ages.

Focused on technique of systematic random sampling, the researcher picked up
only 1 person per a family from 370 families. Data collection was used by questionnaires
and data analysis was utilised by statistic method as mean, standard deviation (S.D.),
percentage, minimum, maximum, Pearson's Product Correlation as will as Stepwise

Multiple Regression Analysis.

The results of this research are as follows :

1. Most caregivers were the ages' child and 41 years old in average. They were
married and completed education in an elementary level. They had their own business
and have live to the aged since they were child until 20 year old. They had a single job
and had income around 12,491 baht per month. There are 4 to 5 member per family and
all members have not been in harmful disease.

2. Most ages were female and averaged 71 years old. They have not been as
any club member and have approximately 3 to 5 children. However, most ages has only
1 child who has lived and looked after themselves. Moreover, any children, who have not

live to the ages, will come back to visit them self at least 2 times a year. Most ages have
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also their relatives around 3 to 5 people who will meet each other at least 1 times a year.
In their history, most ages have been an hospital and were chronicle. they frequency
went to meet a doctor less than 3 time a months.

3. Caregivers, who have the ages in their family, got a role to response for the
ages’ need in a maximum level. There are more significant that were mind, body, social,
economic and environment sides, respectively.

4. Positive factors, related to caregivers’ roles, is and follows : Caregivers are
the ages’ child. Caregivers are female. Caregivers are married. Caregivers are have
lived to the ages since they were child until more than 20 year old. Caregivers have their
own business and get sufficient income. Negative factor associate to caregivers’ role is
as follow : Caregivers are single. Caregivers completed a primary school. Caregivers has
a single job and less income. Caregivers are the ages' relative. Caregivers are the age’
husband or wife. The ages’ family member have also been an harmful and chronic
disease.

5. The maximization of positive factors impacts to a role of the ages’ caring in a
family is sufficient income and marriage status of caregivers. In contrast, negative factor
is less income. Therefore, in relationship above, analysis could be explained that

variance of caregivers’ role is 10.4 percent.
