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The purpose of this study were to study the growth of Gross Provincial Product
(GPP) in Kamphangphet Province, and to study the production factors that contribute
GPP in Kamphangphet Province by employing secondary data, time series data, in
1995-2004. The study was divided into 2 sections. The first section explains the growth of
GPP in agriculture and non-agriculture fields with the description analysis. The other
section is the analysis the production factors that contribute the growth of GPP by
applying Growth Accounting Analysis to find the Total Factor Productivity (TFP).

The results reveal that the non-agriculture economic is the main one to drive the
GPP. In 2002-2004, it is the time that the GPP expanded the most. The main drive is from
industrial section, especially the beverage industry. Then, the existence of the industries
in the province has taken a part to contribute the economic growth.

Moreover, in 1997-2006, the growth of TFP was the main factor and had an
important role in contributing the economic growth rate of the province. On the other
hand, the capital contribution and labor contribution hardly affect the contribution of the
growth rate.

In 1997-2000, Thailand faced the down economy which reduced the expansion
of the capital contribution in non-agriculture section. This caused the TFP grew up for a
while. It was the adjustability of supply in a short time. For the provincial economy and
agriculture section in 1997-2000, the productivity of TFP was in deficit while there were
the capital contribution and the labor contribution.

In 2001-2006, the GPP grew at the highest rate. It can be noted that the labor
contribution became a part in economic growth, especially in agriculture section and
provincial economy. On the contrary, the main factor was stili the productivity of TFP. It is
noted that the role of labor contribution from agriculture and non-agriculture sections
were obviously unstable. Then, it is important to develop and adjust the labor's quality
and effectiveness in order to make the productivity of labor contribution have a major role
in economic expansion.

From this study, it can be concluded that the capital contribution and the labor
contribution still have minor roles in the economic expansion. As a result, there should be
a promotion to improve the productivity of capital contribution and labor contribution
such as the investment contribution together with the training of how to spend the capital
effectively, and a promation of the development in the productivity and labor's
effectiveness by employing the education-management which is the process in labor’s

development for a long range.
