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The purposes of this research were to compare students’ English reading comprehension
and students’ English writing before and after implementing PSQ5R in learning. The target group
consisted of 47 Prathom Suksa 5/6 students who enrolled in Fundamental English (E.21101) in
the second semester of the academic year 2009 at Assuﬁption College .Lampang, Muang District,
Lampang Province.

The research instruments were 9 lesson plans in which PSQSR was used with 3 periods
given to each plan, a reading comprehension test and a students” English writing ability
assessment form. The research procedures included a pretest, implementing the lesson plans for 6
weeks, followed by a posttest. The data obtalined were analyzed by using means, standard
deviation and percentage.

The findings revealed that the students’ posttest scores of English feading comprehension
were higher than the pretest and the average scores of students’ English writing ability was at a

“good” level and pass the criteria given.
