The purposes of this study were to compa:e the students' vocabulary learning,
listening comprehension and morality level before and after being taught through
cartoon movies with subtiiles. The target was 55 Mathayom Suksa 1 students who took
English Fundamental of Mathayom Suksa 1 Course in the second semester of the
academic year 2003 at Phichit Pittayakom School, Amphur Muang, Phichit. The research
instruments consisted of lesson plans, a listening comprehension test, a vocabulary test
and a morality test. All of the tests were given to assess students’ listening
comprehension ability, vocabulary learning ability and the level of morality before and
after the experiment. The data obtained were analyzed by using mean and standard
deviation.

The finding revealed that vocabulary learning, students’ listening
comprehension, and morality level were higher after being taught through cartoon

movies with subtitles.
