The purposes of this research are to study: the application of standard farm regulation by
small swine farmers in San Kamphaeng District, Chiang Mai Province, factors related to the
application of standard farm regulation, and problem and suggestions by the farmers about the

application of standard farm.

The sample group of the research is 122 small swine farmers in San Kamphaeng District,
Chiang Mai Province. All data are collected through the use of questionnaires and analyzed using
Statistical Package for the Social Science; (SPSS) program. The statistics applied in this research
are frequency, percentage, mean, maximum, minimum, standard deviation and multiple regression

analysis.

The results of the research revealed that most farmers are male with an average of age of
54.56 year. Their education level is primary school. The average income of family is 58,524.59 baht
per year and holding average debt of 63,278.69 baht. Farmers got information about swine from their
neighbors. Most of them contact with government officers and have some experiences in study tour or
training about swine. Most of the farmers agree with the application of standard farm regulation but
they use it at low level, especially for the system of recording data. However, farmers performed

at high level in part of the location of farm.

It was found that factor that significantly related to the application of standard regulation
farm by small swine farmers are level of education, debt, training about swine and attitude toward
the application of standard farm regulation. Also those factors have positive correlation with

the application of standard farm regulation.

Most farmers got much problem in application of standard farm regulation and suggest that
any officers who may concern should give advice to help, visit, train farmers about the application

of standard farm regulation and support them for investment.
