The purposes of this study were to investigate students’ English discussion and
reflective writing abilities by using Coi{T 1 thinking process teaching model. The target group
was 35 Mattayom Suksa 5/1 students taking the Communicative English Writing Course
(E 40210) in the first semester of the academic year 2009 at Fangchanupathum Secondary School,
the Chiangmai Educational Region office 3, Chiang Mai. The research instruments consisted of 10
lesson plans for developing of English discussion and reflective writing abilities by using CoRT 1
thinking process teaching model. The collecting data instruments which consisted of the English
discussion and reflective writing abilities assessment forms were administered during and after the
implementation of lesson plans. The obtained data were analyzed for arithmetic mean, standard
 deviation and percent average. \
The findings of this study were as follows:
1. The students’ English discussion ability after learning through CoRT 1 thinking
process teaching model passed the 60 percent criterion.
2. The students’ English reflective writing ability after learning through CoRT 1

thinking process teaching model passed the 60 percent criterion.
