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Abstract
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The purposes of this research were: 1) to study the problems of vocational and
technological teachers’ learning and teaching management in the third level in the pilot
schools and the network schools, the curriculum of basic education in the Northern Region
Office of the Basic Education Commission, 2) to compare the problems of vocational and
technological teachers’ learning and teaching management in the third level in the pilot
schools and the network schools, the curriculum of basic education in the Northern Region
Office of the Basic Education Commission, as divided on the types of schools initiating the
curriculum, 3) to compare the problems of vocational and technological teachers' learning
and teaching management in the third level in the pilot schools and the network schools,
the curriculum of basic education in the Northern Region Office of the Basic Education
Commission, as divided on the teachers' branches of degrees or certificates.

The sample groups of the research were the vocational and technological
teachers in the third level drawn by stratified random sampling. The research instruments
were the questionnaires on the problems of vocational and technological teachers’
learning and teaching management in the third level in the pilot schools and the network

schools, the curriculum of basic education in the Northern Region Office of the Basic
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Education Commission, which were divided into two parts; the first part asked about the
general status of respondents and the another part was on the problems of vocational and
technological teachers' learning and teaching management in five main areas; curriculum,
learning management, teaching media, facility, assessment and evaluation of outcome in
a rating scale of five levels (Likert Type). The data were analysis by percentége, mean,

standard deviation and t-test (Independent Sample).

The resuits of the study were:

1. The problems of vocational and technological teachers' learning and teaching
management in the third level in general were moderate. Considered in cétegories each,
they were found that the curriculum and the assessment and evaluation of outcome were
low but the learning management, the teaching media and the facility were moderate.

2. The problems of vocational and technological teachers’ learning and teaching
management in the third level as perceived by the teachers in the network schools and the
pilot schools were not statistically significant differences. Considered in details, they were
found that the scores in the aspects of the curriculum and the learning management were
different at the 0.05 statistically significant level but in the aspects of the teaching media,
the facility, and the assessment and evaluation of outcome were not statistically significant
differences.

3. The problems of vocational and technological teachers’ learning and teaching
management in the third level as perceived by the vocational teachers and the general

ones were not statistically significant differences.
