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Abstract

The purposes of the study were to construct and develope discharge planning
system for the low birth weight infants in the Pediatric Department 3 of Buddhachinaraj
Hospital. The person involved in this study concisted of one physician, 10 register
nurses, and 4 technical nurses, who are working at the Pediatric Department 3. Data
were collected by using focus groups. The time used for this study was from October
2005 to March 2006.

The findings were:

1. The survey of problems in discharge planning for low birth weight infants
found that : 1) discharge planning among multidisciplinary team were informal.

2) documents and records forms for discharge planning need to be improved and
developed. 3) referal to primary care unit for continuity of care were slow and recived
incompleted feed back.

2. The development of discharge planning system for low birth weight infant was
done by 6 experts who examine the appropriateness of each component they found that
the components in the process of discharge planning were very appropriate.
Consequently, the discharge planning system for low birth weight infant was developed

to implement in the Pediatric Department 3 of Buddhachinaraj Hospital.
