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The purpose of this study was to study the students’ English listening ability and
vocabulary knowledge after being taught through Chris Delivery Video. The target group was 38
Mathayom Suksa 5/1 Students who took the Supplementary English Course ( English 42202 ) in
the second semester of the academic year 2008 at Tham Pin Witthayakom School, Amphoe Dok
Kham Tai, Phayao. The experimental instruments were 10 lesson plans using Chris Delivery

‘Video which had 2 periods each. Each period had 50 minutes. There were 20 periods altogether.
The data collection instruments were English listening tests which were administered after
finishing lesson plan 2, 4, 6, 8, 10 and English vocabulary tests after finishing lesson plan 1, 3, 5,
7, 9. The data obtained were analyzed using mean, percentage and standard deviation.

The findings of this research were as follows:

1. The students’ English listening ability passed the pre-set criterion 50 percent
after being taught through Chris Delivery Video.

2. The students’ English vocabulary knowledge passed the pre-set criterion 60 percent
after being taught through Chris Delivery Video.
