The purposes of this study were to design instructional plans using SQ4R in teaching
reading for main ideas for Prathom Suksa 5 students and to study the leaming outcomes of using
the designed instructional plans. The target group consisted of 12 Prathom Suksa 5 students of
Mae Ka Primary school, Doi Saket District, Chiang Mai Province in the first semester of
Academic Year 2004. The instruments applied in this study consisted of ten instructional plans
on reading for main ideas through SQ4R method which consumed two hours for each plan with
the total of 20 teaching hours, an achievement test on reading for main ideas, an observation and
an interview forras for students’ participatory behaviors. The collected data were analyzed by
using means, standand deviations and percentage. Then the data were compared with the set
criterion of 60 percent and were presented through tables with description.

The major findings were as follows:

1. The designed instructional plans on reading for main ideas using SQ4R method for
Prathcm Suksa 5 students consisted of ten instructional plans, each plan consumed two teaching
hours. The plans were effective in developing students’ leaming achievement on reading for
main ideas.

2. After learning through the designed instructional plans, 75 percent of students obtained

higher scores than the set criterion of 60 percent. The average score of this group of students

was 62.08 pereent. Students® participatory behaviors were at high level, and most students

showed positive attitude towords and preference of learning by SQ4R method.
