The purposes of this study were to compare the students’ Ehglish reading comprehension
and the students’ social skills before and after the implementation of the Literature Circle
method. The target group comprised 35 undergraduate students who enrolled in English P.rdse
Selection (ENG 3304) in the first semester of the academic year 2010 at Chiang Mai Rajabhat
University. The research tools were 8 lesson plans using the Literature Circle method, an _
English reading comprehension test and a social skills assessment form. The data obtained were
analyzed for the mean, standard deviation and percentage. |

The results of the study were as follows:

1. Aﬁer the implementation of Literature Circle method, students’ posttest scores m
English readlng comprehension were at hxgher level than the pretest scores.

2. After the students were taught through the Literature Circle method, the quality level of
the students’ social skills assessed aﬁer the implementation of the Literature Circle method was

not higher than that assessed before the irﬁplementation.
