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The objectives of this research were to compare English writing ability before and
after learning by the Storyline Method and to study students’ creative thinking after learning
through the Storyline Method. The population in this was 29 Matthayom Suksa 3 students of
Choomchon Ban Kai School, Office of Basic Education Chiang Mai, Area 3, taking
Fundamental English course (E 33101) in the first semester of the academic year 2008 for
29 hours. The experiment followed the one group design. The research instruments consisted
of implementing 8 storyline lesson plans, the writing ability test and the evaluation form of
creative thinking.

The result of this research revealed that

1. Students’ writing ability was increased after learning through the Storyline
Method.

2. Students’ creative thinking was at the average level after learning through

the Storyline Method.
