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ABSTRACT

The study was a one-group quasi experimental research aiming at investigating the effect
of using positive discipline to promote basic French skills of Diploma of Vocational Education
students in tourism program at Rajamangala University of Technology Lanna Chiang Mai.

The sample was compared of 20 students enrolled in the program in the first semester of 2010
academic years. Instruments used were 10 lessons plans and a questionnaire. The datas were
analyzed in terms of means, standard deviation and percentage. The paired t-test was used to test
the hypothesis. It was found after the sessions, the sample increased their grade to certain extent
and they were generally satisfied with the lessons plans activities using positive discipline at .01

level of statistical significance.
