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The Purpose of this study was to enhance communication skill on Time for
Physically Impaired Children with speaking and writing problems. The case is a 13 - year - old
girl with physical impairment having difficulties in speaking and writing. She is studying
in Prathom Suksa 1, at Srisangwan Chiang Mai School, Sansai District, Chiang Mai
Province.

The instruments consisted of 5 picture books, 9 lesson plans, pre - post test records,
learning behavioral observation records, teaching records, video records, the pictures of
Pandabear and the applied pictorial books observation forms, the data collected were
analyzed by using mean and percentage, and presented by table and description.

The findings revealed that the case has developed communication skill on Time,
can use the pictorial books to enhance communication both inside and outside classroom
by pointing the pictures while speaking unclearly accompanied with gestures when talking

with people. These facilitate the quicker communication than without pictorial books.
