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This research was to study the use of sociometry to analyze social relazsnship of Prathe
Suksa 6 students in Santi Witthaya School, Chiang Rai Province. The simple-randomized sample
comprised 46 students, 16 boys and 30 girls, who were in Prathom Suksa 6/2, in second semester,
2002 academuc year. The instrument used was sociometric test which covered 3 situations. interview,
observation and “Guess Who?” questionnaire comprising 20 items. The data werz analyzed using
sociometric technique. The findings are as follows:

1) Students made friends with others in big group mostly by reciprocal choosing. followe:d
by the choosing other, and the unchosen, resnectively. In choosing who 10 be sezz2d with, swudents
had only one close friend group and there was no unchosen.

2) Most students chose friend of the same sex. Very few chose friend ¢ opposite sex.
