This research was a case study of a 10 years old moderate autistic child. Which was to
indicate the effectiveness of pictorial media in developing functional communication.

The researcher consiructed pictorial media to develop capacity in communication
according to the picture exchange communication systems. The child was tested his
communication abilities 3 times, before and after training session. 10 weeks training process and
then post-test was done 2 week after the end of the training.

The outcomes indicated remarkably communicative improved in all areas after making
a comparison before and after research work. It couid be seen that the case study boy’s
communicative and expressive skills were improved. After 2 weeks training the case could well
maintain meaning comprehension and words communication.

The research showed, therefore that pictorial media has a beneficial effect on

coinmunicative skills in all aspects.
