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The purposes of this research were to construct minitext collaboratively by the teacher
and the students in order to promote learing on addition aﬁd subtraction of Prathom Suksa 1
students, and to study the result of using the teacher — the students collaboratively constructed
minitext on learning on addition and subtraction of Prathom Suksa 1 students. The participants
were 10 Prathom Suksa 1 students who were studying in the first semester of academic year 2008
at School for Life, Doi Saket District, Chiangmai Province. The instrument of this research were
teacher-students collaboratively constructed mathematics minitext lesson, plans for teaching
mathematics, and mathematics achievement test on addition and subtraction. The reseacher
analyzed the data by using means and percentage. The results of this research were as follows:

1. Teacher-student collaboratively constructed minitext to promote learning on addition
and subtraction, The process of making minitex was began with Focus Group discussion for
finding thev interesting stories, then they drew the pictures énd divided the group as type of
pictures. All of these were animal pictures. After that the students counted number of pictures.
The teacher concluded the result of the favorite animal pictures by voting. The result revealed the

favorite animals that were lion, tiger, bear, and rabbit .

The teacher focused the concept from Basic Education Curriculum, year 2001 to apply in
the context of addition and subtraction meaning, symbol of addition and subtraction, zero with
addition and subtractioh, cross addition and subtraction, and brought them to make the tales. The
objectives of these processing were making the students to easy understanding and practicing the
exercises at the back of all minitexts. The students made one minitext in pair by using the peer
assisted in drawing and telling the stories.

2. Mean of learning Achievement’s pre — test was 31.33. Only one student passed the
standard. Mean of learning achievement’s post — test was 87. All ten students passed the

standard points.
