The objective of this study is to learn about the situation and the result of used basic
education curriculum B.E.2544, including the problem and improving suggestion of the basic
education curriculum B.E.2544, in the part of supporting factor for curriculum used, management
process and the result of the curriculum. The population and sample group in this study consist
of; about 17 of the administration and co-administration, 84 people from 8 groups’ teacher, 585
students and 585 parents. The tools of this study compose of; 4 sets of questionnaire and
surveying form and 1 data document. Data analyzed to finding the percentage, the mean, the
standard diverting and compare to the limiting standard line. Present by table with detail. The
study result found.

The study fpund that the administrators encouraged teachers to take parts in
professional development, arranged for qualified teachers with 2-3 year experience to teach
assigned subjects. Information system for the curriculum and learning resources was not fully
developed. Most of the teachers had ample ability to develop the learning content for the
curriculum although they barely had sufficient time to produce teaching media and learning
materials. Mean white, most of the parents were aware of the curriculum adjustment and took
part in supporting school administration.

In terms of curriculum implementation, there was a monitoring process but no
compilation of results. Regarding teachers’ implementation of the curriculum, there were still
limited methods of learming assessment and limited usage of media technology. The teachers
conducted action research but did not follow-up to aid students in classes. Most of the parents,
however, took part in meeting and collaborate with the teachers in terms of acknowledging
learning results, and some took part as resource persons for school activities.

Regarding the results of the curriculum implementation, it was found that most
students proved to be excellent at participating in student activities. Their learning achievement
were at the good level. However their abilities and skills in reading, mathematical and scientific
analysis as well as the expected quality relating to discipline and responsibility were only at the
moderate level.

For problems of the curriculum implementation, it was also found that the compilation
of the results was still needed for administration. The teaching was still old-styled using
document materials. Students had little discipline. The parent had little communication with
school personnel and like wise had little time for their children.

It was suggested that the school development plan should be tailored to students meds.
Teachers should be developed in terms of utilization of various teaching methods, learning
assessment and instructior'lal technology. It is crucial that school administration results should be

constantly made public especially to all stakeholders.
