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The objectives of this independent study were to study the implementation of the
Early Childhood Curriculum B.E.2546 in primary Schools, Fang District, Chiang Mai
Province, and to study problem occurred after the implementation of the curriculum. The
population were 52 schools administrators. The simple — randomed samples were 52 teachers
teaching in carly childhood level. The tools were questionnaire and observation forms
on teachers’ organization of activitives according to the curriculum. The data were analyzed
using frequency and percentage, and presented through tables with description and analytical
description.

The results were as followed :-

1. The implementation of the early Childhood Curriculum B.E. 2546

1.1 Curriculum administration and supporting s Schools had personnel

participated in planning on the implementation of the curriculum. Teachers participated
mostly in developing the school curriculum. Supporting of curriculum documents was

administrators’ duty. Supporting of toys and materials for organization of learning

experiences most schools asked the teachers to survey and report on the needs. The
organization of buildings and study centres emphasized on cleanness and safety. Most
schools provided information of curriculum to personnel before its implementation.

1.2 Organization of activjtives according to the curriculum : Teachers
planned a weekly learning experience plans by themselves. The learning organizing based
on integration covered the 4 leamning essence. Daily activitives covered language
development skills. Learning experience comers in classroom organized by teachers
consisted of toy blocks, books, arts, home and music. Techniques and methods employed
by most teachers in leamming cxperience organizing were songs, story telling and
conversation , talking , toys , and selection of learning materials depended on the students’
age and maturity. Materials employed mostly in leamning organizing were pictures, real
objects and natural materials.

1.3 Administrators showed their supporting and promoting of curriculum
implementation by visiting classrooms. Most schools promoted the curriculum
implementation by giving opportunities to the staff in attending the training. They also
promoted the implementation by adapting it to the local conditions.

2. Problems occurred after the curriculum implementation were the shortage of
budget on organizing the curriculum, the shortage on personnel, the late arrival of
incomplete documents and manuals for schools, the inadequacy and breakage of toys and
materials, unsuitable size of classrooms and no budget for repairing damaged classroom, lack
of budget and time for teachers on organizing learning experience plans, uncovering of main

activities on daily activities, and non-continuity on supervising and follow - up.
