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The purpose of this study was to find out about local curriculum
implementation in the two Learning-Process-Reform Pilot Schools under the Office
of Phayao Provincial Primary Education. The pepulation under study totaling 60
persons included two school administrators, 28 teachers, and 15 school board
committee in each school. Instruments used for data collection were a checklist
for school local curriculum documents and two interview forms--one for school
administrators and teachers, the other for school board committee. The obtained
data were analyzed and reported descriptively. :

Community collaboration was found in local curriculum development in
both schools. Instructional organization was based on learner-centered
approaches. Local wisdom and resources were used. Teachers assessed students’
learning using mostly authentic assessment methods and also reported the results
to parents and communities. Problems in implementing local curriculum included
school personnel’s unclear knowledge of local curriculum development, minimal
integration, lack of references for further study, and parents’ preference for
students’ academic competence rather than their vocational skill.
